He had a passion for billard pool playing and was recognized as aka “Scrap
Iron” and “Mr. Cut” affectionately. He is known by his family as “Gramps” to
great grandchildren and great great grandchildren. He loved showering them
with snacks from the “Trunk” and paying money for riddles.
