Mr. Vernon Thad Snoddy was born July 12, 1946 in Kansas City, Missouri, the
son of Annie B. Snoddy. Vernon T. Snoddy received Christ at an early age at
Center Baptist Church in Longview, Texas. He later journeyed to Pontiac,
Michigan and joined the Macedonia Missionary Baptist Church under the
leadership of Rev. Lenworth Miner Sr. Vernon was an active member at
Macedonia, he was on the Senior Adult Usher’s Member Board. He attended
Oakland University and received a Bachelor of Arts Degree and then attended
Wayne State University and received a Master’s Degree in Social Work.
Vernon was on the Dean’s List at Oakland University and Wayne State
University. Before becoming ill, Vernon re-enrolled at Wayne State University
to pursue his Doctorate Degree. He was President of the National Association



of Black Social Workers – Pontiac Chapter during the late 1980’s and early
1990’s. Vernon was also one of the organizers of the Million Man March of
Pontiac, which he attended on October 16, 1995. He had strong work ethics.
He worked at General Motors Truck and Bus Pontiac. Upon completing his
education in Social Work, he was employed at Fairburn Center Child and
Adolescent Psychiatric Facility. Vernon then transferred to Clinton Valley
Center which he retired from the State of Michigan. During his quiet time,
Vernon enjoyed watching the world news and sports with his grandson’s. He
also enjoyed cooking and reading.
